ORDINANCE NO.  06-2011

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF SPRING LAKE HEIGHTS REPEALING PORTIONS OF CHAPTER III OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF SPRING LAKE HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF MONMOUTH , STATE OF NEW JERSEY, ENTITLED, “REGULATIONS ENFORCED BY THE POLICE DEPARTMENT.” 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Spring Lake Heights, in the county of Monmouth, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. That section 3-24 entitled, Limousines and Taxis is here by repealed in entirety.

2. Sections 3-24.1 through section 3-24.26 are here by repealed in entirely.

3. That all other Ordinances or part of Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.
4. That, in the event that any portion of this Ordinance is found to be invalid for any reason by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall be limited in its effect only to that portion of the Ordinance actually adjudged to be invalid, and the remaining portion of this Ordinance shall be deemed severable therefore and shall not be affected.
5. This Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication in accordance with law.
The above ordinance was introduced and passed on First Reading at a regular meeting of the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Spring Lake Heights held on April 11, 2011 and will be further considered on second reading and final passage at a regular meeting of the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Spring Lake Heights, to be held at the Municipal Building 555 Brighton Ave, Spring Lake Heights, NJ at 8:00 p.m. on April 25, 2011 at which time and place any person  interested therein will be given an opportunity to be heard.
