ORDINANCE  NO. 02-2008
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING 

SECTION 2-13, ENTITLED “POLICE DEPARTMENT,” OF CHAPTER II, “ADMINISTRATION,” OF THE “REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE 

BOROUGH OF SPRING LAKE HEIGHTS, NEW JERSEY.” 


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Spring Lake Heights have determined that it is necessary and appropriate to amend certain provisions contained within Chapter II of the Borough Code regarding the Police Department, as set forth herein.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Spring Lake Heights, in the County of Monmouth and State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. That Section 2-13, entitled “Police Department,” of Chapter II, “Administration,” of the “Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Spring Lake Heights, New Jersey” is hereby amended and supplemented in the following respects (amendments are indicated by strikeout, and additions by underline):


2-13  POLICE DEPARTMENT.

2-13.1
Establishment, and Composition and Chain of Command.

a.
Police Department Established.  A Police Department is hereby established in the Borough of Spring Lake Heights, and shall include one (1) Chief of Police, one (1) Captain and as many Lieutenants, Sergeants, Corporals, Patrolmen, Dispatchers and Matrons as the Borough Council may deem necessary to employ which shall consist of a uniformed force as hereinafter set forth.
b.
Composition of Department. The membership of the Police Department shall consist of not more than the following regular members: one (1) Chief of Police, one (1) Captain, one (1) Lieutenant, three (3) Sergeants, two (2) Corporals, ten (10) Patrolmen, five (5) Dispatchers, and three (3) Matrons.  In addition to the regular members, the Department may employ not more than four (4) Special Police Officers.
c.
Chain of Command.  All necessary orders and directives for the management and regulation of the Police Department shall be given through the chain of command.  The chain of command shall be as follows:

The Mayor and Borough Council;

The Borough Administrator;

The Chief of Police;

The Dispatchers;

The Special Police Officers.


2-13.3
Supervision of Borough Council Chief of Police; Captain; Acting Chief; 


Appropriate Authority.


The Police Department shall be under the supervision of the Borough Council and under the immediate direction of the Police Committee of the Borough.
a.
The head of the Police Department shall be the Chief of Police, who shall be appointed by the Mayor and Council for an indefinite term of office.

b.
In accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:14-118, the Chief of Police shall be the head of the Police force, and he shall be directly responsible to the appropriate authority, as defined herein,  for the efficiency and routine day-to-day operations thereof.  He shall, pursuant to the policies established by the appropriate authority:

1.
Administer and enforce rules and regulations and special emergency directives for the disposition and discipline of the force and its officers and personnel.


2.
Have, exercise and discharge the functions, powers and duties of the force.


3.
Prescribe the duties and assignments of all subordinates and other personnel.


4.
Delegate such of his authority as he may deem necessary for the efficient operation of the force, to be exercised under his direction and supervision.


5.
Report at least monthly to the Borough Administrator, in such form as shall be prescribed by the Administrator, on the operation of the force during the preceding month and make such other reports as may be requested by the Administrator.

c.
As used in this section, the term “appropriate authority” means the Borough Administrator.  The Mayor and Borough Council shall act in all matters relating to the police function in the Borough as a body or through the Borough Administrator.
d.
In the temporary absence or temporary inability or disability to act by the Chief of Police, the Captain shall carry on the duties and responsibilities of the Chief of Police until such time as the Chief is able to return and resume his duties.

e.
In the temporary absence or temporary inability or disability to act by both the Chief of Police and Captain, an acting Chief of Police shall be designated by the appropriate authority to carry on the duties and responsibilities of the Chief of Police until such time as either the Chief of Police or the Captain is able to return and resume the duties of Chief of Police.
2-13.4
Council May Enact Rules Promulgation of Rules and Regulations.

The Borough Council may by a supplemental ordinance prescribe and establish rules and regulations respecting such Department for the better government and discipline thereof. 

a.
The Chief of Police shall be authorized and empowered to prescribe rules and regulations governing the police department with respect to the following:

1.
The conduct of police officers and civilian employees of the Police Department.


2.
Personnel procedures and guidelines to facilitate, assist and direct members of the Department in carrying out the duties which from time to time may be assigned or are imposed by law.

b.
Proposed rules and regulations and amendments and supplements thereof shall be delivered by the Chief of Police to the Borough Administrator.  All such rules and regulations and amendments and supplements thereto shall be considered by the Borough Administrator, who may approve all or a part thereof.  The Borough Administrator’s power of approval is subject to the chain of command as set forth in Subsection 2-13.1 above.
c.
Rules and regulations, when approved by the Borough Administrator, shall be effective for the administration and control of the Police Department from and after the date of approval; or such later date as may be provided in the rules and regulations or by direction of the Borough Administrator.

d.
If a conflict occurs between any rules and regulations proposed and approved and this Code, the provisions of this Code shall control.

3.
That the provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable.  In the event that any portion of this Ordinance is found to be invalid for any reason by any court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall be limited in its effect only to that portion of the Ordinance actually adjudged to be invalid and shall not be deemed to affect the operation of any other portion thereof, which shall remain in full force and effect.

4.
That all other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.

5.
That this Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication in accordance with the law.
