AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING 
CHAPTER II, ENTITLED “ADMINSTRATION”, OF THE “REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF SPRING LAKE HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, STATE OF NEW JERSEY (1987).”

Requests for Reports. Requests for reports shall contain, in the case of accidents, the name of the drivers, date and location of accident. All other requests shall list the name of the individual charged, the purpose of the request, the offense charged, the date, and the summons or complaint number.

Fees for Reports and Services. Requests for reports and services shall be accompanied by a check, cash or money order made payable to the Borough of Spring Lake Heights in accordance with the rates outlined herein. The fees shall be as follows:

That the provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable.  In the event that any portion of this Ordinance is found to be invalid for any reason by any court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall be limited in its effect only to that portion of the Ordinance actually adjudged to be invalid and shall not be deemed to affect the operation of any other portion thereof, which shall remain in full force and effect.

That all other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.

4.
That this Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication in accordance with the law.

The foregoing ordinance was introduced and passed on first reading by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Spring Lake Heights on September 24, 2007 and was finally adopted on October 9, 2007.
